Fan Pier’s leasing activity
picked up this spring and
developer Joe Fallon ap-
pears close to convincing
another downtown compa-
ny to make the leap across
Fort Point Channel to his
growmg waterfront neigh-

orhood.

Energy-management
firm Enernoc may unpluy;
from its 101 Federal St. of-
fices and move into One

= Marina Park Drive, the first
3 finished building in the $3
g billion Fan Pier project.

“We're in the middle of
negotiating a lease,” Fal-
lon told the Herald, adding
that his brokers are fielding

gmterest from several pro-
spective tenants seeking
large spaces. “Before we
were talking about break-
ing up floors, but those full-
floor tenants have come
back into the market.”

In the Financial Dis-
trict, Enernoc leases about
60,000 square feet — the
equlvalent of two floors of
space at One Marina Park
Drive, which is about 68
percent leased two years
after the 18-story office
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tower opened.

The growing Enernoc is
“evaluating opportunities
to relocate to a property
that offers a more cost-
effective way to accom-
modate our existing work-
force,” said Julia Regan, the
company’s facilities man-
ager. “One Marina Park is
a very attractive property

. though no lease has been
sngned et.”

Fallons anchor tenant is
Fish & Richardson, the law
firm that left its headquar-
ters at 225 Franklin St. in
2010 after sn%ning for about
a quarter of the space at
One Marina Park Drive.

Vertex Pharmaceuticals
is renting two floors while
its new headquarters build-
ings are constructed next
door. Other tenants include
Fallon’s own company
and donated space for the
MassChallenge startup or-
ganization on the 14th floor.
